Initially | joined
the club to make social contacts. | continued schools committee work and became very active as an officer in hope
it would help my son get accepted to the College — | don’t know if it helped but he got in.  Later, when | did some
pre-retirement consulting, one of my club contacts became a client.

Finally, in my mid-sixties, my wife and | retired to Sarasota, where we quickly joined the club, again to make social
contacts. At the first lunch meeting we attended, | found a classmate, a former K.C. club colleague, and a woman |
had dated in high school. Subsequently, several other classmates discovered us, including some whose wives had
friends in common with my wife. We’ve enjoyed an expanded social life, as well as the club programs, and faculty
and HAA contacts made as an active board member.

So there you have several reasons to join: do something for the school, develop connections to Cambridge, make
potential business contacts, and expand your social contacts. And that's in addition to the satisfaction of
interviewing students or mentoring high school faculty, or hearing interesting speakers at the monthly luncheons, or
attending special events like the tours of IMG Academies or the Mote aquaculture facilities. Start by attending our
